The Hong Kong Government’s Student Grant Scheme 
is non-means-tested. All students who are studying in 
Kindergarten, Primary and Secondary Schools are 
eligible for a HK$2,500 grant payment. This scheme 
applies to ESF and all of our schools.

Receiving the form (week of Sep 26)

Student Grant application form to children in Y1-Y6.

Pink form (form B)
If you receive a pink form, that means EDB 
has pre-filled your child’s information for you 
based on last year’s application.

If you are transferred from another school or 
did not submit an application in the previous 
year, you will be given a white form instead.



Pink form (form B)
What you need to do: 

1. Make sure ALL the information on the form is correct. 

2. If information requires updating, correct it in BLOCK 
letters using a black or blue ball pen, and leave the 
confirmation box BLANK. 

3. If information is all correct, “✓” the confirmation box.

4. Sign the form, and return it to the class teacher.



White form (form A)
If you are in Y1 OR did not submit an 
application before, that means EDB does 
not have your record, and you are required 
to fill out a new form.
